The new Canon Multi-function 
device has been utilized to do the 
majority of our printing which 
we previously contracted out.

The commit-
tee utilized a new camera system 
for the FoxPro Coyote Cam this 
year.  The Cam was a huge suc-
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There are many vari-
ables that can turn a 
new rifle into a tack 
driver - or blow its ac-
curacy right out of the 
water, making staying 
on target difficult and 
tedious. The building 
and grounds committee 
has been working week 
after week in order to 
prepare plans and pro-
ject budgeting for the 

proposed 100 foot by 60 foot 
activities building that is pro-
jected to be built sometime this 
year.  The new building will 
allow club members to partici-
pate in possible indoor shoots, 
various club activities, coyote 
hunts, to name a few. The mem-
bership is outgrowing the exist-
ing structure, hence the need for 
the new building project to 
move forward. The committee 
presented the building project 
and site plan to the general 
membership at last months 
membership meeting. There are 

many key steps that need to take 
place in order for the new ac-
tivities building to be success-
ful. In order for us to be as accu-
rate as possible and provide you 
with the best options and prices, 
the committee has looked at 
several different options and 
building layouts that would best 
suit our current clubhouse. Pic-
tured below is a cutout of the 
site plan, grading, and building 
layout for the proposed struc-
ture. There is a proposed club-
house shown on the plan also. In 
order to provide the best possi-
ble layout, future plans were 
thought of and the possibility of 
a future clubhouse was consid-
ered. This proposed clubhouse 
provides us with a clear vision 
on how a new clubhouse may 
look 15 to 20 years from now, 
but the only building we are 
currently working to establish is 
the activities building. L. Robert 
Kimball and associates of 
Ebensburg, PA has completed 
the civil survey package that 

includes: aerial photography, 
contour mapping development, 
along with the creation of a site 
plan that will be beneficial to 
the club in planning future site 
improvements and aid in grant 
funding. This plan has allowed 
the building committee to ob-
serve future grades, site layout 
and drainage in order to strategi-
cally place the proposed struc-
tures. We need your support in 
order to stay on target and make 
this project successful. Anyone 
who has ideas about the project 
or questions can contact the 
building and grounds commit-
tee. This is an exciting time for 
our club as we grow and expand 
into new territory, we will hit 
the target and stay focused on 
providing more opportunities 
for our members. Thank you to 
all who have put in their time 
and efforts to help make this 
possible.  
The membership passed and 
approved  funding for replacing 
the front steel entrance door to 
the clubhouse.  The old door is 
worn out and needs replaced. 
The new improved steel door 
will improve security and aes-
thetics for the clubhouse. In an 
effort to be as cost effective as 
possible and save the club 
money, we have decided to re-
place only the door slabs, panic 
hardware and other necessary 
accessories instead of the entire 
door, frame and jambs. The 
committee has measured the 
door slabs to the existing door 
and will be looking at options 
for lumber wholesalers who can 
supply us with a quality replace-
ment.. The new door is expected 
to be installed within the next 
few months.  We will be pre-
senting project budgeting for the 
new activities building to the 
membership as soon as we can!!

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turkey, tag it immedi-
ately and then conceal 
it or wrap an orange 
covering on the bird 
before walking out of 
the woods. 

8. Know Your Range - 
Do not shoot at a tur-
key out of your shot-
gun’s effective range. 
Always shoot at the 
head and neck of the 
bird and remember 
that 30 yards or closer 
is ideal for a safe, 
clean kill. Remember 
to pattern your gun 
before the hunt and do 
not use large shot. A 
number 4, 5, 6, or 7 
1/2 shot is ideal for 
turkey hunting in PA. 

9. See the Beard - Never 
let excitement, nerves, 
panic, or peer pressure 
guide your behavior. 
Make sure the object 
you are shooting is a 
bearded turkey. The 
most critical moment 
of any turkey hunt is 
when you decide to 
pull the trigger. See a 
beard before you 
shoot. 

10. Hunter Education - 
Attend a Division of 
Wildlife hunter educa-
tion course. The 
NWTF and the Divi-
sion of Wildlife spon-
sor turkey hunting 
seminars each year. 

Turkey hunting is one 
of the fastest growing 
outdoor sports in the 
country.   With the in-
crease in popularity, the 
need for safe practices 
in the field becomes 
even more important. 

Carefully read the fol-
lowing tips and be a 
part of a safe and en-
joyable hunting experi-
ence. A trip with an 
experienced turkey 
hunter can teach you a 
lot about both safety 
and turkey hunting tac-
tics. And if YOU are an 
experienced hunter, 
consider taking a 
younger or less experi-
enced hunter out so 
they can learn from 
you. 

1. Don't Stalk - Do 
not stalk a turkey or 
turkey sounds or try 
to drive turkeys to 
another hunter. The 
chances of bagging 
a turkey by this 
method are slim, 
but the chances of 
becoming involved 
in a shooting are 
great.   Always call 
the turkey to you. 

2. Dress For Success 
- Eliminate the col-
ors black, red, 
white, and blue 
from your hunting 
clothing. These col-
ors are predominant 
in the male turkey’s 

plumage and can con-
tribute to a mistaken-
for-game incident. 
Wear complete cam-
ouflage. 

3. Remain Still - Never 
move, wave, or make 
turkey sounds to alert 
another hunter of 
your presence. In-
stead, yell or speak in 
a loud voice and re-
main still. Never as-
sume you are the only 
hunter in an area. 

4. Calling - Be careful 
when using the gob-
ble call. The sound 
and motion may at-
tract other hunters 
and lead to a danger-
ous situation. 

5. Positioning - Select a 
calling position that 
places your back 
against a large tree 
and leaves the area in 
front of you open. Do 
not hide so well that 
you cannot see tur-
keys and other hunt-
ers. The tree you sit 
against will camou-
flage your outline and 
help protect your 
back. 

6. Identify Your Tar-
get - Never shoot at a 
sound or movement. 
Remember you can 
legally shoot only a 
bearded turkey during 
the spring season. 

7. Hunter Orange - 
Wear hunter orange 
when walking in the 
woods. If you kill a 
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The results of the Coy-
ote Hunt are shown 
here. There were 13 
coyotes weighed and 
turned in during the 
hunt.  The 1st place 
winner was 44.2 lbs 
and was killed by 
Robert Brown. Robert 
killed more than 50 
coyotes this year and 
enjoys the experience 
of every hunt.  Robert 
also killed the 3rd 
place coyote that 
weighed in at 38.5 lbs. 
The 2nd place winner 
was Ben Neff,  

with a coyote weigh-
ing 40.2 lbs. A more   
detailed list of the 
hunt results can be 
seen on our website.  
The coyote hunt was 
a great success and 
many members and 
children were present 
during the weigh in 
and fun times at the 
clubhouse. There 
were 6 male coyotes 
and 7 females killed 
this year. The weather

ing the coyotes.

HuntingPA.com is comprised  of a col-
lection of Hunters, Fishermen, Shoot-
ers, Outdoorsmen, Campers, Dog Own-
ers, Archery Hunters, Gun Enthusiasts, 
just to name a few. There are thousands 
(18,500) people, mostly from PA, who 
are members of the group. Some mem-
bers visit the website occasionally, 
some once to twice per week, others 
everyday, and many are glued to the 
website as if they were going to miss 
something. The members of the Hunt-
ingPA.com online community gather to 
discuss and talk about anything and 
everything from; big game to gun con-
trol, turkey hunting, waterfowl, bear, 
elk, and many more. There are over 70 
different forums in which you can post 
Forum Specific items, or browse others 
posts and see what others have to say.  
There really is a wide variety of people 
who frequent the site, from doctors and 
political figures, to the college student. 
High school students who want to learn 
proper coyote calling techniques or find 
information on where steelheads are

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Kyle Van Why is a wildlife dis-
ease biologist who works for the 
United States Department of 
Agriculture (USDA). Kyle says 
he enjoys getting out and inter-
acting with sportsman and land-
owners, traveling all over sam-
pling and educating folks. He 
attended three other hunts prior 
to our 2009 coyote hunt this 
year. He has taken samples from 
approximately 100 coyotes this 
year. Kyle has been taking heart 
samples, stomachs, and DNA 
samples from the coyotes. The 
hearts were examined for heart-
worms. These samples will be 
studied by the American Mu-
seum of Natural History to look 
for genetic differences. So far 
this year, only 2 cases of heart-
worm have showed up. One 
case was in a western county 
and the other in an eastern 
county of Pennsylvania. The 
coyote stomachs were taken for 
a professor at Susquehanna Uni-
versity in Selinsgrove, PA. The 
students will be looking through 
the stomachs to see what the 
coyotes are eating. This is im-
portant so the diet can be com-
pared through different seasons. 
It also helps hunters understand 
the coyotes eating habits. DNA 
samples were taken for the East 
Stroudsburg University (state 
school, PA DNA wildlife labo-
ratory). The school is creating 
an archive for coyote DNA for 
future research studies. This 
data will allow the school and 

others to check for contaminants 
in meat, while providing oppor-
tunities to administer other bio-
logical tests.  The State Museum 
in New York will be using the 
DNA distribution for the coy-
ote’s genetics to see how they 
colonize and how their popula-
tion hybridizes with wolves.  
Kyle was very helpful in educat-
ing our club members about 
coyotes during the hunt. Coyo-

tes are bigger the further north 
you go because they produce 
more energy and more body 
heat. This size difference may 
also be attributed to hybridiza-
tion with wolves. You can tell 
how old a coyote is by looking 
at the wear of the front teeth, 
breaks in the biting (canine) 
teeth, and the wear in the side 
(molar) teeth. Broken coyote 
teeth and legs are a good indica-
tion of trapping injuries Trap 
injuries were apparent in about 
5% of the coyotes Kyle sam-
pled. Approximately 10% of the 
coyotes had mange (winter 

mostly), and can typically be 
seen in denser populations of 
animals where the coyotes are 
more likely to come in contact 
with one another.

The USDA also has a livestock 
protection program for the 
Southwest portion (16 counties) 
in PA. They can protect against 
geese, starlings, and coyotes. 
The western district office is 
located in Bolivar, Westmore-
land County, PA, and the state 
office is located in Harrisburg, 
PA. See the website for more 
details.

COYOTE FACTS:  

1. Coyotes are a member of the 
dog family. Their scientific 
name is ``Canis latrans``, it 
means ``barking dog.`` 

2. Coyotes are quite playful. 
Pups will often play~fight 
and wrestle. A scared coyote 
will hold its head low and 
tuck his tail between his/her 
legs.   

3. Did you know that female 
coyotes mate at two years 
old? Their pregnancy periods 
lasts 60 to 63 days. They 
have 5 or 6 babies in each 
litter.  
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Our Coyote Hunt was a great 
success again this year even 
though the numbers were down 
a little.  We had 410 hunters 
registered for this years hunt, 
down from 425 last year. We 
had 13 coyotes turned in this 
year compared to the 24 that 
were turned in last year.  The 
lack of hunters may be blamed 
on our crumbling economy  
causing tons of layoffs. The 
lack of coyotes may be blamed 
on the un seasonably warm 
weather. 

There were lots of Fox Pro 
game calls given away this 
year. Most of the calls were 
given away just for signing up 

for the hunt.  The winners 
were: (FX3) Nathan Stolarski - 
New Kensington (Jr. Member);  
(FX3) Gerry Wyland of Cres-
son;  (FX5) George Noel of 
Munster; (FX5) Dale Stehley 
of Bellefonte, and The Fury 
went to Tom Brothers of Holli-
daysburg. We had a great 
time!! We hope everyone who 
made it to the club for the 
weekend enjoyed themselves.  
The winners of the coyote hunt 
are listed on our website, as 
well as photos and other details 
about each coyote killed. 

We recently held an online 
State Wide Crow Hunt open to 
anyone.  The Crow Hunt was a 

great success and we are look-
ing forward to doing many 
more of these, beginning again 
in July 2009, when the season 
opens. 

There are several upcoming 
events and hunts, which include 
a few statewide groundhog 
hunts this summer. Please stay 
tuned to our newsletters and 
website for more details on 
upcoming hunts.
